Sharing more details about
the scheme, Balbir said, “The
‘Baath’ scheme aims to sup-
port MSMEs (both manufac-
turing and service sectors),
which are promoted by
SC/ST entrepreneurs. Under
the scheme, SC/ST entrepre-
neurs can avail the benefits of
term loan assistance (on rela-
tively easy terms) for estab-
lishment of new or a green-
field unit or for expanding
and modernising the existing
units, coupled with incentive
structure. The term loan
assistance will be provided to
such units for the acquisition
of land, the construction of
factory or office building,

equipment, plant and
machinery and other fixed
assets”

SIDBI GM said that each
borrower could take the loan
from Hs 25 lakh up to Rs 3
crore, while they would have
to repay the amount within
seven years (including the
moratorium period of upfo
two years). He added that the
lpans extended under the
scheme cannot be used for
repayment af earlier loans

He further explained that
prionty would be given to
those units that are run by
SC-ST entrepreneurs, which
have already received funds
under the ‘Stand-up India'
scheme of the Government of
India. Also, the entrepreneur
should contribute a mini-
mum of 20 per cent of the
project cost in the existing
unit, and those making new
units will have tocontribute a
minimum of 25 per cent of
the project cost.

Jalandhar: National Com-
mission for Scheduled Castes
chairman Vijay Sampla on
Wednesday visited the famili-
es of Latifpura who have been
rendered homeless due to
“sarkari atvachar”™ (govern-
ment atrocities).

He met senior local offici-
als and said the commission
had asked Punjab chief secre-
tary to appear before it in Del-
hi on January 10. Sampla gu-
estioned the officials of Ja-
landhar Improvement Trust
(JIT) about their record and
justification for undertaking
the demolition. Later, he said
their answers were far from
satisfactory. He asked the Ja-
landhar deputy commissio-
ner to take action against JIT
officials.

He said he had received a

complaint from three schedu-
led caste families after which
he decided to visit the place to
check the ground situation.
He met with the local JIT and
MC officials, besides Jaland-
har’s deputy commissioner
and police commissioner, and
asked them for the record. He
sought to know why they had
rendered families homeless
without arranging for alter-
native housing for them.

Sampla said Jalandhar’s
administration and Improve-
ment Trust had failed to show
any documents to justify the
demeolition at Latifpura, whi-
le the SC families, living there
for the past 70 vears had sho-
wed him water and electricity
bills, along with voter cards,
ration cards, Aadhaar cards
and driving licences issued
on the addresses of their de-
molished houses.
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
